Introduction

Just as preparations are well underway for the 2004 Olympic Games in Athens, similarly the 22nd Greek Festival of Sydney is winding up for what is going to be a HUGE year for all things Greek.

Over the last 21 years The Greek Festival of Sydney, which is an initiative of the Greek Orthodox Community of NSW, has played a key role in providing a forum for showcasing a multitude of Greek and multi-cultural expressions.  In March 2004 the Greek Festival of Sydney will celebrate its 22nd year as one of Sydney’s premier cultural events.

Since its inception the festival has seen a vast increase in the diversity of the program of events, largely due to the emergence of second and third generation Greek-Australians within the Australian artistic and cultural scene.  Greek culture is becoming more and more entrenched in contemporary and mainstream Australian culture and the Festival is committed to recognition of this through its program of events.

2004 is such a special year for all things Greek with the Athens Olympics taking place in August.  As the eyes of the world turn to all things Greek we are planning an extra special program of events and initiatives that will include influences from all aspects of Greek Culture, not least the Olympic Games.

The 2004 Festival itself will take place from 6 March to 28 March, however, it is also anticipated that there will be a series of events running through the year up until the Olympics. Venues and Events are located throughout Sydney.
“One of our main focuses for the 2004 program of events festival is to increase the number of events that have a contemporary youth cultural feel to them and also to showcase more Greek influenced initiatives by non-Greeks” said Festival Manager, James Owen.  “Of course sport will also play a major part and The Athens Olympics bandwagon is already rolling and picking up speed fast.  Interest in all things Greek is huge already and will only become larger as the year rolls by.  Also the link between Athens and Sydney as ‘past host’ and ‘present host’ of the Games will mean that in Greek fever will run wild in Sydney!” he added.
 
The Greek Festival is seeking applications and expressions of interest from all areas of the Greek and Greek Australian arts and cultural community with links to ancient, modern and contemporary Greek culture.  Event proposals are requested from all artists and groups who are involved in the areas of sport, theatre, music, dance, literature, film, comedy, visual arts, design, crafts, food and wine, history and education and any other area that falls under the arts or cultural ‘umbrella’.  

All applicants must be received at the Festival Offices by Monday 20 October at 5pm.

So get your thinking caps on and be a part of something really special as the eyes of the world turn to Greece in 2004.

· Co Produced Event - Event produced in association with GFoS.

· Commissioned Event – GFoS will commission some Projects and contribute the total budget required for the Project.

Eligibility

Any individual or organisation that has a legal status under Australian Law can make an application for inclusion in the 2003 Greek Festival of Sydney Program.

Application Deadline

5pm, 20 October 2003.

Key Selection Criteria:

· Projects engaging Greek, Greek Australian, Mainstream Australian and multicultural communities with innovative approaches to arts or cultural practice

· New projects and/or New and emerging artists

· Projects engaging new audiences and markets

· Projects where the artistic process is complete or clearly scheduled to be completed by March 2004.

If your project is accepted you will be sent an event information form for you to provide us with specific details such as project synopsis in English and Greek, ticket prices, times and dates etc.
