This year’s Greek Festival of Sydney presents two exhibitions by Sydney artists, Petros Hovaghimian and Lily Katakouzinos. 

Petros Hovaghimian’s Panorama – Journey 2003 (5-16 March) is a body of work exploring the artist’s own personal journey. Egyptian born of Greek-Armenian origin, Hovaghimian uses a variety of mixed media including watercolour, acrylic, pastel, ink, graphite and canvas – each piece having been ‘recycled’ from previous works. Hovaghimian says of the work: “it is an explorative artwork that transports physical and spiritual values in a direct self expression of the past present and future, represented in a continuous, linear format in the form of ‘picture writing’. 

Hovaghimian uses line, colour and shape to explore the diverse complexity of place, space and time, referencing mosaic style visuals and puzzling new shapes with influences from the ancient Hellenistic and Byzantine era that highlight the ongoing fluidity of life.

Similarly, the influences of the ancient Greek work can also be seen in the works of Lily Katakouzinos in Treasure Room 643 (20 – 29 March 2003). The title of the exhibition refers to a room within the ancient site of Poliochni on the island of Lemnos - located less than 3km from the artists second home in the village of Kaminia. Poliochni, first discovered in 1930 brought to light approximately seven settlements and is believed to be the site of the first known Parliament in Europe. A treasure of gold jewellery, like the so-called treasure of Priam discovered by Schliemann in Troy, was found in a vase on the floor of room 643 along with exquisite terracotta vessels such as the eastern influenced, two-handled cup, the Amphikipellon. 

Katakouzinos likens the process of creating these works to the work of the archaeologist who carefully examines each fragment for evidence of stories. She says: “brushstrokes conceal, reveal and seek out the delicate and fragile remains of another world. Side by side golden brooches and earrings, terracotta vessels and the chalky residue of shells, objects practical and ornamental, allude to a deep past within the present.” 
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
