Grab your plates, your dancing shoes and your appetite because the 21st Annual Greek Festival is coming to town!

Opening the 4-week celebration is one of Sydney’s largest community events, the Brighton Le Sands Street Fair on Sunday 16th March.

The all day event plays host to over 50 stalls selling everything from authentic cuisine to traditional arts and crafts. From succulent souvlaki and tasty taramosalada to tapestries and clothing, there is something for everyone…..Greek or otherwise!

“In 2002, 100,000 people flocked to the cosmopolitan shores of Bay Street” says Festival President Nia Karteris.  “Numbers peaked between 6-9pm last year but we are confident of having an increase in visitor numbers, not only from the Greek Community but many other cultures as well.” 

“In response to the huge attendance last year, the Council has generously extended the festival boundaries permitting us to utilize the foreshore and more of Bay Street, meaning we will be able to accommodate more people and offer them an even greater array of stalls and entertainment” Karteris explains.

The Street Fair showcases international and local entertainers including Greek dancers, folk singers and the popular international act Ta Paithia Tis Patras (The Patra Boys). Additionally, SBS’s Greek broadcasters will meet and greet the public and host competitions with the opportunity of winning prizes. They will be broadcasting live between 6-7pm.

The festival as a whole celebrates the rich heritage of the Hellenic people and how their traditions have been integrated into the broader community.

For children, this day offers rides and plenty of other distractions, and for the grown-ups; they will get to mingle with and hear from, leading Australian and Greek personalities, prominent Greek businesspeople and politicians.
